Local rules

11. Staked trees: Relief must be taken from all staked trees. The ball must
be liffted (without penalty), dropped at the nearest point of rel
no nearer the hole.

12. Out of bounds:

a) Over the boundary fence on the LEFT of 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 8th, 15th, 16th,

17th and 18th holes.

Over boundary fence on the RIGHT of the 5th, 7th, 8th,11th and

12th holes.

10th hole: On pathway, within the confines of the fence and on the

cricket pitch as defined by white posts.

d) 18th Hole: LEFT of the white posts.
